Abingdon Inner Neighbourhood Update – August 2010.
Abbey & Barton
On July 1 Operation Maverick was launched. This is an initiative being run by the town centre neighbourhood team in conjunction with the Vale of White Horse District Council and Abingdon Bridge. The Abingdon Bridge is a charity providing free advice and support to young people on a whole range of issues.

The aim of the operation is to educate young people of the dangers of

underage drinking and of the negative impact it can have on the local community. All young people found with alcohol will have their details taken and a letter sent to their parents. If they get caught again with alcohol, a home visit will be conducted by the neighbourhood team and a referral to the Abingdon Bridge will be made.
The neighbourhood team ran an operation to combat drug dealing following 

information received from the local community. As a result of this operation three people were arrested and a substantive amount of drugs were discovered. Two people have been charged with possession with intent to supply and have been remanded in custody.
Friday 6 August will see the start of ‘Operation Mudslide’ which is an operation aimed at disrupting anti-social behaviour. 

As part of the operation, a street briefing will be held in key locations for local residents to attend to enable you to meet your local neighbourhood team and to give you an opportunity to discuss any issues or concerns.

Following the briefing, high visibility foot patrols will be carried out by the neighbourhood team.
The town centre neighbourhood team have been in attendance at several events. On Saturday 10 July a charity concert ‘Yeah Baby 2’ was held in The Market Place. Saturday 17 July saw the final of ‘Abingdon’s Got Talent’.

The neighbourhood team held a ‘Have your Say’ meeting at The Peachcroft Christian Centre on Wednesday 14 July. This meeting highlighted several concerns from local residents.

The first concern was parking issues in particular on Appleford Drive. We would like to take this opportunity to again remind motorists to please park safe and legally as badly parked vehicles can cause unnecessary hazards.
The second issue raised was the amount of noise from the College Oak on Friday and Saturday evenings. The neighbourhood team are currently liaising with the College Oak to establish ways to reduce the amount of noise being created.
Caldecott & Ock Meadow.
During the last month there have been several complaints received in relation to groups of young people throwing stones on Wilsham Road at boats moored on the river. 
This type of anti-social behaviour will not be tolerated and if anybody has any information to help the police then please phone 0845 8 505 505 and ask to speak to the Neighbourhood Policing Team. 

We will continue our high visibility patrols over the school holidays in a bid to deter any prevent any further incident from taking place.
On Tuesday 20 July the South Abingdon Children’s Centre held a fete to raise funds for the centre; PCSO Chris Cochrane raised £60 by having his chest waxed.
