10. Apologies

Costs of publicity and
information provision at Eco-
Fair in Abingdon Guildhall, due
to take place on 9" October
2010

The sub-committee wished that any applicants who are awarded £500 be advised
that this is the maximum grant normally awarded from this budget.

The sub-committee discussed an application on behalf of an individual detailed in the
papers circulated prior to the meeting, for financial assistance to aid transport costs
to enable her to attend high level coaching in Aylesbury, to attend competitions all
over the UK, competition fees, personal gymnastic equipment & clothing. There was
a discussion regarding the principal of awarding grants to individuals and the issues
of the benefits of such grants to the wider community compared with grants to
groups. It was also noted that the maximum grant normally awarded to individuals
was £50. The sub-committee referred this application to the Finance and General
Purposes Committee for determination.

The sub-committee discussed an application from Abbey Chamber Concert to restart
a series of Sunday Concerts for the benefit of local amateur and professional players.
The request was for a guarantee of 50% of fixed costs for the first season. Members
recommended that the application be declined on the basis that a full budget
(including income) had not been submitted and that costs, based on the expenditure



figures given, would be covered should 12 people purchasing adult tickets attend
each concert.

It was noted that the total of the grants recommended for payment was £2,300 with a
further £400 delegated and £50 referred to this Committee. The maximum allocation
to the general grants budget would be £2,500 and the allocation to the budget for
grants for well-established groups supporting vulnerable elderly and young people
would be £300.

14. Grant Aid Applications - Twinning Grant

It was noted that the budget for the year for twinning grants was £1,500 and
this was the sum available for allocation.
