	Curriculum links
	English – Key Stage 1 and 2 – Spoken Language
Pupils should be taught to;
· listen and respond appropriately to adults and their peers
· ask relevant questions to extend their understanding and knowledge
· articulate and justify answers, arguments and opinions
· maintain attention and participate actively in collaborative conversation, staying on topic and initiating and responding to comments
· use spoken language to develop understanding through speculating, hypothesising, imagining and exploring ideas
· speak audibly and fluently with an increasing command of Standard English
· gain, maintain and monitor the interest of the listener
· consider and evaluate different viewpoints, attending to and building on the contributions of others

Maths – Key Stage 1 and 2 – measurement
Pupils should be taught to;
· measure time and sequence events in chronological  order
· recognise and use language relating to dates
· compare and sequence intervals of time
· compare the duration of events

Science – Key Stage 1 – Working scientifically
Pupils should be taught to;
· ask simple questions and recognise they can be answered in different ways
· observe closely using simple equipment
· identify and classify
· use their observations and ideas to suggest answers to questions

Science – Key Stage 2 – Working scientifically
Pupils should be taught to;
· ask relevant questions and use different types of scientific enquiries to answer them
· identify differences, similarities or changes related to simple scientific ideas and processes
· use straightforward scientific evidence to answer questions
· identifying scientific evidence that has been used to support or refute ideas or arguments

Science – Key Stage 1 – Everyday materials
Pupils should be taught to;
· distinguish between an object and the material from which it is made
· identify and name a variety of everyday materials, including wood, plastic, glass, metal, water and rock
· describe the simple properties of a variety of everyday materials
· compare and group together a variety of everyday materials on the basis of their simple properties
· identify and compare the suitability of a variety of everyday materials, including wood, metal, plastic, glass, brick, rock, paper and cardboard for particular uses

Science – Key Stage 2 – Properties and Changes of Materials
Pupils should be taught to;
· compare and group together everyday materials on the basis of their properties

Science – Key Stage 2 – Evolution and inheritance
Pupils should be taught to;
· identify how animals and plants are adapted to their environment in different ways and that adaptation may lead to evolution

History – Key Stage 1
Pupils should be taught about;
· changes within living memory
· events beyond living memory that are significant nationally or globally
· significant historical events, people and places in their locality


History – Key Stage 2
Pupils should be taught about;
· changes in Britain from the Stone Age to the Iron Age
· the Roman Empire and its impact on Britain (and Abingdon)
· [bookmark: _GoBack]Britain’s (and Abingdon’s) settlement by Anglo-Saxons
· a local history study
