	Curriculum links
	EYFS – Personal, Social and Emotional Development
Pupils should be taught to;
· play cooperatively, taking turns with others
· be confident to try new activities, and say why they like some activities more than others
· work as part of a group or class and understand and follow the rules. They adjust their behaviour to different situations, and take changes of routine in their stride.

EYFS – Communication and Language
Pupils should be taught to;
· listen attentively in a range of situations. They give their attention to what others say and respond appropriately, while engaged in another activity
· follow instructions involving several ideas or actions. They answer ‘how’ and ‘why’ questions about their experiences and in response to stories or events.
· express themselves effectively, showing awareness of the listeners’ needs.

EYFS – Physical Development
Pupils should be taught to;
· show good control and coordination in large and small movements. They move confidently in a range of ways, safely negotiating space.

EYFS – Maths – Space, Shape and Measures
Pupils should be taught to;
· use everyday language to talk about size, weight, position, distance, time and money to compare quantities and objects and to solve problems. They explore characteristics of everyday objects and shapes and use mathematical language to describe them.

EYFS – Understanding the world: People and Communities
Pupils should be taught to;
· talk about past and present events in their own lives and in the lives of family members. They know about similarities and differences between themselves and others, and among families, communities and traditions.

EYFS – Understanding the world: The world
Pupils should be taught to;
· know about similarities and differences in relation to places, objects, materials and living things.

English – Key Stage 1 and 2 – Spoken Language
Pupils should be taught to;
· listen and respond appropriately to adults and their peers
· ask relevant questions to extend their understanding and knowledge
· articulate and justify answers, arguments and opinions
· maintain attention and participate actively in collaborative conversation, staying on topic and initiating and responding to comments
· use spoken language to develop understanding through speculating, hypothesising, imagining and exploring ideas
· speak audibly and fluently with an increasing command of Standard English
· gain, maintain and monitor the interest of the listener
· consider and evaluate different viewpoints, attending to and building on the contributions of others

Maths – Key Stage 1 – measurement
Pupils should be taught to;
· measure time and sequence events in chronological  order
· recognise and use language relating to dates
· compare and sequence intervals of time

Science – Key Stage 1 – Working scientifically
Pupils should be taught to;
· ask simple questions and recognise they can be answered in different ways
· observe closely using simple equipment
· identify and classify
· use their observations and ideas to suggest answers to questions

Science – Key Stage 1 – Everyday materials
Pupils should be taught to;
· distinguish between an object and the material from which it is made
· identify and name a variety of everyday materials, including wood, plastic, glass, metal, water and rock
· describe the simple properties of a variety of everyday materials
· compare and group together a variety of everyday materials on the basis of their simple properties
· identify and compare the suitability of a variety of everyday materials, including wood, metal, plastic, glass, brick, rock, paper and cardboard for particular uses


History – Key Stage 1
Pupils should be taught about;
· changes within living memory
· events beyond living memory that are significant nationally or globally
· significant historical events, people and places in their locality
· the lives if significant individuals in the past who have contributed to national achievements (and especially their importance for Abingdon)
· significant historical events, people and places in their locality
